The Lowenbrau Special Event Steins



The Lowenbrau Brewery of Munich, Germany sponsanady events of general interest to everyone duhiagarly to
mid-twentieth century. These events took placeondt in Munich, but in other cities in Germany afdstria .

The stein in photo number 1 is from the ‘Erste iméionale Jagd — Ausstellung Wien 1910’, The Rim#rnational Hunting
Exposition Vienna, Austria 1910. The Lowenbrau Licade mark is superimposed on a brief vignettdefMunich skyline
and the surrounding alps, where one would expes¢d¢oan illustration of the City of Vienna, as évent was held in that
city. The stein bears the stamp of Martin Pausoumilth on the base and on the tang.

The stein shown in photo number 2 is from the Eleés-Innung Dresden, Wintervergnugen 1910, Theliars’ Guild
Good Time Day in Dresden 1910. Dresden is the GhpitSaxony to the east of Munich. This stein dlas the Martin
Pauson marks as mentioned on the previous stein.

Photo number 3 is from the H.M.M. B. A. Tour on MEy, 1914, less than three months before the oakboé World War I.
The American, German, and Bavarian colors arerafugely shown on the stein in heavy enamel andatmus Lowenbrau
Keller with the rampant Bavarian or Lowenbrau lioss the lions are not crowned one would assurag #ne the brewery
lions and not the Bavarian.
