President,
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Regimental School Steins

The relative importance of a regimen-
tal stein is based principally on the
scarcity of the military unit repre-
sented by the stein, i.e. the unique-
ness of the regiment. Thereafter,
much like in any other category of
stein collecting, factors such as ap-
pearance and condition either add to
or take away from the desirability of
the piece.

One type of regimental stein that is of
considerable interest to many collec-
tors is the so-called “school stein.”
These are regimentals that were
owned by reservists who had at-
tended a shooting school (Schiess-
Schule) as members of an instruc-
tional battalion (Lehr Bataillon).

Soldiers were usually selected for
transfer to the artillery and infantry
shooting schools toward the end of
their first year of active service. The
purpose of the schools was to train
these men as instructors in the use of
the latest weapons and at the same
time exercise some central authority
over the adequacy of the marksman-
ship training at the regimental level.

In the Imperial Army the most impor-
tant shooting schools were the Field
Artillery School and the Foot Artillery
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School located at Jueterbog just
southwest of Berlin, and the Infantry
Marksmanship School at Wunsdorf.

Regimental school steins were fre-
quently produced with “double unit
inscriptions.” Although the owner of
such a dual unit stein was certainly
most proud to have been selected to
attend a shooting school, he was not
likely to forget his first regimental as-
signment and the officers responsible
for his special training experience.
Therefore, it was not uncommon for

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the soon-to-be reservist, when order-
ing his stein in remembrance of his
service time, to have the decorator
give appropriate recognition to his
dual service. Figures Il and |1l are ex-
cellent examples of this dual unit rec-
ognition.
